What is the Bill Cross Past President’s Scholarship? 
Bill Cross was a longtime member of the Western South Dakota Buckaroos, a Past 
President of the organization and was on the scholarship committee for many years.   
To celebrate Bill’s commitment to the Buckaroos and the Scholarship Committee in 
particular, the Cross Family wishes to annually award a $4000 college scholarship to a 
high school senior who qualifies for the South Dakota State High School Rodeo. 
 
Eligibility Requirements 

• Applicants must qualify for the South Dakota State High School Rodeo. 
• Applicants must have enrolled or demonstrate bona fide intention of enrolling in a 

college, university or vocational school program.   
• ALL seniors participating in SDHSR are encouraged to apply. 

 
Application Requirements 

• Completion of the following application. 
• A 250+ word HAND WRITTEN essay describing the Western South Dakota 

Buckaroos organization and what they do to support High School Rodeo in South 
Dakota. 

 
Award Criteria 

• A Scholarship Certificate in the amount of $4000 will be presented to the 
Scholarship Winner during the Saturday Awards Ceremony at the South Dakota 
High School Rodeo Finals. 

• An alternate winner will also be chosen. 
• Payment of the scholarship is contingent upon enrollment in a college, university or 

vocational school. 
• The Scholarship Winner must request the payment of the scholarship their third (3rd) 

semester of school by furnishing proof of enrollment to the Secretary of the Western 
South Dakota Buckaroos. 

• The Scholarship Winner will have three (3) years after high school graduation to 
enroll for their third (3rd) college semester. 

• Should the Scholarship Winner fail to meet these requirements the scholarship will 
be revoked and awarded to the alternate, provided the alternate meets the criteria.
